piece evenly and smoothly, gradually work up to the
right speed. You won't get it right if you start out too
fast.

Try to learn something new every week. Don't be dis-
couraged if you are not getting everything right the first

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few times around.

Be patient. Make sure you can play every piece
smoothly before you go on to the next tune.

If you have problems with one particular part, practice
that part separately until you've mastered it, then try the
whole tune all the way through.

Try to play keeping your eyes on the music, not on your
hands or the keyboard.

Polish your playing. Correct mistakes before they be-
come bad habits.

Relax by playing music you already know. Enjoy your-
self.
