Eventually it became the last home organ 
store in New Jersey and a large part of New 
York too! 
 As with everything, times change, 
trends change and hobbies 
change. In 1993 there 
were video stores all over 
town and record stores in 
the mall. They are all gone. 
 Technics exited the 
music business in 2004 
and it saddened us. 
Roland ended home organ 
production in 2016; it 
challenged us. Kawai 
shuttered the Lowrey 
brand last fall and it left us 
feeling like Sisyphus of 
Greek mythology, who was forced to roll an 
immense boulder up a hill only for it to roll 
down when it nears the top. 
 After 26 years of serving the home 
musicians of the Jersey Shore, Royal Music 
is closing its doors. We are grateful for the 
love and support we have received over the 
years from you, our Royal Family. 
 Royal Music’s mission was to sell 
instruments and teach people how to play 
and use them. Our comprehensive lesson 

program allowed us to remain in business 
after all our competitors closed. Over one 
thousand local residents have taken a 
lesson with us and many have continued to 
enjoy music as a hobby. 
 Our secret sauce was printed in the 
first issue of this newsletter (Royal Page 

Vol. 1 No. 1 October 
1993) … “Being part of 
your life is our goal.
